Softball Field Dimensions
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1. The distance between bases:

· 60 ft. for Senior, Middle and Junior Leagues 
· 55 ft. for Instructional League
· This distance is measured from the back corner of home plate to the outside corner of first base, from the outside corner of first base to the center of second base, from the center of second base to the outside corner of third base, and from the outside corner of third base to the back corner of home plate.
2. The pitching distance:

· 40 ft. for Senior League
· 35 ft. for Middle League

· 33 ft. for Junior and Instructional League

· This distance is measured from the back corner of home plate to the front edge of the pitching rubber.

3. The Pitcher’s circle is a 16 ft. diameter.

· This distance is measured as 8 ft. around from the center of the pitching rubber.

4. Senior, Middle and Junior Leagues:

· The distance from the back corner of home plate to the center of second base is 84 ft, 10 inches.
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
